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Straight Stich for stars
Woven Wheel for flowers
Lazy Daisy Stitch for flower
Chain stitch to create borders
Whip stitch to sew on the hat, blanket and ear 
Button for the eye
Blanket stitch to attach the front and back of body and ear
Braided embroidery thread or yarn for tail




Instructions
1. Place the paper pattern pieces under a sheet of freezer paper and trace each piece.  Cut out the pattern pieces from the freezer paper.

2. Using a dry iron (do not have the steam setting on), iron the freezer paper pattern pieces onto the felt.  Cut out each pattern piece from the felt. 

3. For the second piece of the same shape, remove the freezer paper and repeat step 2.

4. For the body, use sheets of felt and scraps of felt to cut out the ear, hat, and the blanket.

5. Use the blanket stitch to sew around the curved edges of the ear pieces together – leave the front edge unstitched to attach to the body.

6. Attach the hat and the blanket along all edges except the top to one body piece. Use the pattern piece for proper placement. The top will be embroidered to both sides when completing the project.

7. Embroider the hat and the blanket with the stiches as shown.  You may choose your own design, but use a variety of stitches.  Use a contrasting embroidery thread colour to create the embroidery.

8. Attach the ear in the correct place – use the pattern to determine the placement.  Whipstitch along the front edge only.  

9. Sew on the contrasting button for the eye using regular thread.

10. Use 3 - ~8cm pieces embroidery thread or yarn to braid the tail.  Tie a knot in the top and braid the pieces together and tie a knot at the end. 

11. Place the second body piece behind the first and use a blanket stitch to sew the two pieces together. Start just behind the end of the blanket.  Stitch to just beyond the curve and place one end of the braided tail between the two body pieces – use the pattern for correct location.  Continue sewing around the legs, belly, trunk, and head to the front of the blanket.

12. Leave the back section on the body open for stuffing. Stuff with fibrefill stuffing being sure to get some into the trunk and the legs.  

13. Complete sewing up with the blanket stitch. Evaluate and hand in.
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
